Welcome Back from your School Social Worker!


As your school social worker, I cover four area schools and my role is to assist schools and parents to alleviate barriers to academic and personal success.  Through this, I often:


Provide referrals and access to community resources to students and families 


Monitor attendance 


Work with students and families on issues impacting their child at home or school 


Support school staff with providing consult and support for any issues that may be impacting their students 


There is an incredible new resource available to the community! In conjunction with the Success for all Students Program the Cobb County School Social Work department has launched an electronic resource database! There are close to 1,000 agencies and resources available to school staff, parents and the community at large instantly!

Frequently Asked Questions


 


1.  What is the Cobb County Schools Attendance Policy? 


 	Excused absences are defined by law in the State Board of Education Rules (per Cobb Regulation JB).  Absences from school are excused for the following: 


When personally ill and attendance in school would endanger their health or the health of others 


When there is a serious illness or death in the immediate family 


On recognized religious holidays observed by their faith 


When mandated by order of governmental agencies


A letter written by a parent/guardian and/or licensed physician explaining the reasons for absence must be presented to school authorities by all students after a period of absence from school. Failure to submit a note within 3 schools days after a student’s return from an absence will result in the absence being marked as unexcused. CCSD may require a doctor’s note for all missed days if there is an excessive pattern of absences.


 


 2.  At what age can my child stay Home Alone?


Many parents struggle with the question of hiring a babysitter or leaving their children home alone.  Fortunately, the state of Georgia has a policy outlining what the Department of Family and Children Services views as adequate supervision.  The policy states the following:


Children ages 13 years old and above, who are at an adequate level of maturity, can act as babysitters for other children, for up to 12 hours 


Children ages 9-12 years old can be left unsupervised for brief (less than 2 hours) periods of time, but CAN NOT serve as babysitters, even for 5 minutes


Children who are 8 years old and younger should never be left home alone under any circumstance
